The student must either read or sing the song.

Student can demonstrate a clear understanding of the meaning of the song.
The student demonstrates a thorough understanding of the meaning of the song. Includes an understanding of symbolism used in the song and how it ties into the song’s purpose. 
The student demonstrates a somewhat clear understanding of the meaning of the song and its purpose. 
The student demonstrates an incomplete understanding of the song.  
The student shows little or no understanding of the song.  

The student can explain what the song has to do with the conditions of the decade in which it was written.
The student can describe the conflict that inspired the song.  The student knows in which decade it was written and why the conditions of the decade would create such negative feelings.  
The student can describe the conflict in lesser detail than desired.  A somewhat clear picture of the events which caused the conflict is in place.  
A poor understanding of the conflict is evident.  The events that caused the negative feelings are not described well.  
Little or no understanding of the conflict or why it took place is evident.  

The student must explain the events that inspired the song.
The student can thoroughly describe the events that inspired the song. 
The student describes the events which inspired the song to a lesser degree.  
The student provides incomplete description of the inspirational events.
The student does not describe the events that inspired the song.  

The student must research and describe the social impact of the song.
The student demonstrates a clear understanding of the social impact of the song. movement.
The student demonstrates understanding of the social impact to a lesser degree.
. The student demonstrates incomplete understanding of the social impact of the song.
The student demonstrates little or no understanding of the social impact of the song.
